Step 1: Learn About the Mural

Step 2: Contact Your Representatives

e Find your lawmakers (federal, state, and local)
e Use the pre-written email & letter templates
e Call their offices & request a meeting

Action:
e Visit house.gov/representatives or senate.gov/senators to find your representatives

e Send an email or letter using the pre-written templates
e Follow up with a phone call

Sign the petition yourself

Collect signatures at events & community gatherings

Submit petitions to elected officials

Action:

e Print the petition and gather signatures
e Submit completed petitions to representatives or campaign organizers
e Encourage others to sign online via QR code

Step 4: Spread the Word on Social Media
Use: Spreading the Word Digitally: Social Media Messaging Guide

e Post about the mural using pre-written messages
e Tag lawmakers & community leaders
e Encourage others to visit the website & sign the petition

Step 5: Encourage Local & State Governments to Act

e Encourage local officials to publicly support mural recognition
